What are you wearing? (eg, baggy clothing may conceal movement and loose
) slippers may pose a slip and trip risk)

Where will you be seated for your telehealth appointment? (avoid having the
___J light source behind you)

Will you need to prop up your device?
Have you limited background noise? (eg, turned off the radio, asked others in
___J the household to keep quiet)

Is there enough space around you if you need to demonstrate movement. Can
___J you minimise hazards (eg, put pets outside, move loose rugs)?

Is a family member or care attendant available to help you film your
___J appointment and/or act as a support person?
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
